This is one in a series of articles featuring interviews with the B'nai Mitzvah
class of 2016-2017. We hope that you will get to know about our wonder-
Sful new Jewish adults, and welcome them into your own family, as part of the
extended TAS family we all belong to.

Nick Basinger will celebrate his Bar Mitzvah April 8, a mere four days
after his thirteenth birthday. He is looking forward to becoming part of
the adult TAS community. Nick is confident that with just a little more
tweaking, he will have everything covered in plenty of time. He plans to
continue his education through Confirmation.

NicK’s father, Wayne, describes Nick as being very bright, and extremely
inquisitive. With his mom, Jill, as a role model since she is a litigation
attorney, Wayne attributes Nick’s argumentative nature to her influence.
He said that Nick will challenge anything that seems wrong or discrep-
ant. “What are the facts?” Wayne, too, is a role model as well, as will be
related later on.
